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1. Reading: I can understand a wide range of demanding, longer texts, and recognise
implicit meaning. I can understand long and complex factual and literary texts. I can
differentiate writing styles. I can understand specialised articles and longer technical
instructions, even when they do not relate to my field.

2. Writing: I can express myself in clear, well-structured text, expressing points of view
at some length. I can write about complex subjects in a letter, an essay or a report,
underlining what I consider to be the salient issues. I can select (rhetorical) style
appropriate to the reader in mind.

3. Listening: I can understand extended speech and lectures and follow even complex
lines of argument provided the topic is reasonably familiar.

4. Speaking Interaction: I can interact with a degree of fluency and spontaneity that
makes regular interaction with native and non-native speakers quite possible. I can
take an active part in discussion in familiar contexts, accounting for and sustaining
my views.

5. Spoken Production: I can present clear, detailed descriptions of complex subjects
integrating sub-themes, developing particular points and rounding off with an
appropriate conclusion.

6. Field-specific Language Proficiency: I can understand and communicate complex
ideas related to my field in (spoken and written) English.
